The NSPE Board of Directors has approved a new program 
to allow States to offer a graduated dues rate for the 
National, State and Chapter dues package. This program, 
like the Enterprise and the Six Months Free program, will be 
available to any State Society that agrees to participate. 
While NSPE is currently doing some targeted testing of this 
program for dropped and delinquent members, the use of 
this program as a recruitment tool to attract new members 
will not be launched until the installation of NSPE’s new AMS 
later this year.
