Leqislative News

Senate Bill 59 has been introduced that will, if approved,
make several changes affecting the regulation and licensing
of engineers and land surveyors in the State of Nevada. It is
being handled by the Committee on Commerce and Labor. In
brief summary, SB 59, if approved, will expand the State
Board of Engineers and Land Surveyors from 7 to 9
members, and change the timing of the PE examination so
that, instead of taking it after acceptable completion of the
experience requirement under the supervision of a PE, that it
could be taken as soon as needed after passing the PE
exam. However the experience requirement would still need
to be met before an examinee could be licensed in Nevada.

NSPE urges you to review this bil, and transmit your
comments, for or against the proposed changes, directly to
your elected state representatives. You can obtain the
complete text of SB 59 by going to
http://search.leg.state.nv.us/73rd/billtext/7 3rdbilltext.html and
entering SB59 in the search window. The search result will
produce two PDF files, one with the bill, and the other with
amendments that you can download and review.
