Ken Baker - K energy

Ken Baker has been working in building energy efficiency for over 25 years. His 1982
Master of Architecture degree from the University of Idaho focused on energy and
resource efficient construction techniques and the use of lIdaho-based materials to
create a vernacular architecture. He is an experienced educator, facilitator, and
mediator. For 15 years he worked for the Idaho Department of Water Resources Energy
Division. He led the development of a team-based structure within the Division and
supervised a staff of 10 in creation and implementation of energy efficiency programs for
Idaho communities, schools, business and industry. Ken was the ldaho lead for the
Residential Construction Demonstration Project, a six-year residential building science
and research program. He provided building science and energy code training to
builders throughout Idaho over a ten-year period. Ken left the state in August 2001, and
opened a private energy consulting practice, K energy. Ken is currently working with the
Northwest Energy Efficiency Alliance as a green building educator and technical
assistance coordinator, a customer service representative for Rebuild America, providing
technical and programmatic assistance and mentorship to program staff in the states of
Idaho, Arizona and Nevada. He serves as a consultant to the Association of ldaho
Cities on energy issues, provides IECC code training and coordination to the states of
Idaho, Montana, and Nevada, and is the ldaho and Montana Education Coordinator for
the Northwest Energy Efficiency Alliance.  Ken has led eco-charrettes for the City of
Tolleson, Arizona, Ada County Idaho Parks and Recreation, and the City of Post Falls
Idaho. He is currently working with the State of Idaho and Idaho State University and
their design team to set up high performance guidelines for the campus and the state.

Eric Makela - Britt Makela Group LLC

Has 17 years of experience with energy codes and energy conservation. He has
presented over 100 training sessions in residential and commercial building energy
codes. The majority of these have been directed at the enforcement industry teaching
local building department personnel how to plan check to ensure compliance. In the

Before
joining Britt/Makela Group, LLC, Eric was the Senior Educational Programs
Administrator for the International Conference of Building Officials providing energy code
support services. Before that, he was Training Coordinator for the Building Standards
and Guidelines Program for Battelle, Pacific Northwest National Laboratory, responsible
for training efforts for the implementation of national energy codes. There he developed
curriculum and training programs for the Model Energy Code and ASHRAE/IES 90.1-
1989. He also served on the development team for the US DOE MECcheck and
COMcheck energy code compliance tools.
